


Janaina Tschape

Janaina Tschéape's abstract paintings have a liquid and translucent
aspect that remits to vegetable, mineral or animal outlines in wild or
subaquatic atmospheres. Her repertoire of organic forms is composed
on large surfaces, alive with the movement imprinted by her gestures:
the swift scribbles that the artist traces with oil sticks are
superimposed over the fluidity of wider brushstrokes. Nature is not
faithfully depicted in Tschépe's oeuvre but has its vital dynamic
translated in pictorial terms on the canvas, leading the eye to wander
and involving the public in a restless atmosphere.

Referencing interests in myth and the mysteries of nocturnal
atmospheres, Luar escondido (2023) suggests growth, transition, and
metamorphosis. Created entirely with oil paint and oil stick, it expands
the artist’s investigation of gesture and painting. Reminiscent of a
vaporescent natural environment, this moving landscape can also be
regarded as a cinematic experience of shifting forms and ethereal
contours which provide a chromatic and spatial climate in expansive
dimensions.
